


5.  Remove the hose clamp from the top of the solenoid and slide hose (5) off of valve. IF YOU WERE
UNABLE TO DRAIN YOUR BOILING TANK, use a bucket to collect the boiling tank water, and
reattach board.

6. Remove the screws (1) attaching the autodrain to the distiller and remove the autodrain.

7. Remove the kep nuts (8) and screws (19) holding the solenoid valve to the body. Remove the bottom
hose (10) from the old solenoid valve. Install the new solenoid valve in the autodrain and reattach

wires. Place lower hose on the new valve.

8. Attach the autodrain to the distiller. Connect the top hose to the solenoid valve and plug in autodrain.

Ensure the autodrain lower hose drains into a suitable location.

9. Plug in your distiller but do not turn it on. Depress the momentary manual drain switch. You should
hear the valve open (it will make a “click” sound). If you do not, ensure that the valve wires are
connected and that the autodrain and distiller are plugged in. Replace the autodrain cover and turn on
distiller.

The autodrain should now function properly. If it does not, we suggest taking your distiller to an
authorized service representative.
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
